have exercised an Intermediate or Back-End Opt-Out right shall, within forty-five (45) days from 

the date of entry of this Order, complete and deliver to each defendant named in that plaintiffs’ 

complaint either Section VIII (for purported Intermediate Opt-Outs) or Section IX (for purported 

Back-End Opt-Outs) of the Fact Sheet.  Within Forty-Five (45) days of the date of entry of this 

Order, all such plaintiffs also shall deliver to each named defendant the documents and medical 

evidence required to be produced by the relevant Section VIII or IX of the Fact Sheet; and 
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 4. The obligation to provide documents and medical evidence pursuant to this Order
